
Have Your ID Ready to Vote
Acceptable Voter Identification

Option 1: Show one piece of ID
Driver’s Licence or any other Government-Issued Photo ID that shows both  
your name and current address.

Option 2: Show two pieces of ID
Both must show your name, and at least one must have your current address. 
See below for accepted documents.

Option 3: If you do not have ID
You can still vote if your name already appears on the Voters’ List. The Deputy Returning Officer 
will require you to take an Oath and Declaration (Form 9) before you are able to vote.
