Naming Rights

Essex Centre Sports Complex

The Essex Centre Sports Complex is the Town'’s

most popular and attended recreational facility. The
complex features an NHL-sized ice rink, a practice ice
rink, a 210-metre indoor walking track, and two public
meeting rooms. Throughout the year, the facility greets
over 150,000+ visitors and is home to the Essex 73's
Junior C Hockey Team.

Harrow Soccer Complex

The Harrow Soccer Complex is a modern facility
offering three senior level fields, one intermediate
field, and three junior level fields. A 1.2km walking
and running track surrounds the fields, providing an
accessible space for spectators and visitors of all ages.

Essex Centre Sports Fields

The Essex Centre Sports Field is a new state-of-the-art
outdoor sport and recreation complex. It will feature
nine soccer fields, five baseball diamonds, batting cages,
and recreational trails. Naming rights opportunities are
available for the entire complex as well as individual
amenities within the facility.

Harrow & Colchester South Arena

The Harrow and Colchester South Arena is home to a
single-pad ice rink and a multi-purpose community
room, hosting a wide range of activities and community
events year-round.
